1/ V +to infinitive : agree, decide, offer, refuse, threaten, promise, volunteer, ...
EXx:

“I'Il finish the report in time,” he said.
= He promised to finish the report in time.
2/ V + O + to infinitive:
advise (khuyén)
ask (yéu cau)
beg (van xin, khan céu)
command (ra Iénh)
encourage (khuyén khich, déng vién)
forbid (cdm) + O + to infinitive
invite (mo1)
order (ra Iénh, chi thj)
persuade (thuyét phuc)
remind (nhac .. nhé lam gi)
tell (bao)
warn (canh bao, lvu y)

EX:

s “Would you like to come for lunch on Sunday?” he said to me.
= He invited me to come for lunch on Sunday.

s “Don’t forget to lock all the doors and windows,” he said to her.
= He reminded her to lock all the doors and windows.

s “Don talk to strangers,” my mother said.
= My mother warned me not to talk to strangers.

suggest (dé nghi)
propose (dé xuat)

forgive + O + for (tha th)

prevent + O (+ from) + V.ing

stop + O (+ from) ngéan ai khéng lam gi

thank + O + for (cam on)
warn + O + against (canh bao ai khéng lam gi)
* apologize to + O + for (xin 16i ai vi da lam gi)

Ex:

s “That’s very kind of you to send me a lovely present. Thank you very much!” she said
to him.

= She thanked him for sending her a lovely present.
% “ heard that you passed your driving test. Congratulations!” Tom said to Mary.
=Tom congratulated Mary on passing her driving test.
