It was July 20, 1969 when hundreds of million people watched on television as Apollo 11 astronaut, Neil Armstrong walked on the surface of the moon for the first time. “That is one small step for a man one giant leap for mankind”, Armstrong said. Those words remain famous to this day. The historic trip was not easy. In the 1960s, space travel was very dangerous. Armstrong said later, “There were just a thousand things to worry about”. Although Armstrong was the first astronaut to step on the surface of the moon, astronauts Edwin aldrin and Michael Collins, whom many people credit for the successful mission, were also aboard Apollo 11. After the successful landing, Aldrin and Armstrong planted the U.S flag on the moon's soil. Armstrong called their mission the “beginning of a new age”. Although there were flights to the moon after Apollo 11’s journey, the last trip to the moon was in 1972.
