Cach dung:
It is used to imagine a different past. We imagine a change in a past situation and the
different result of that change.
It is often used to express regret or criticism
(Cau diéu kién loai 3 dién ta mot sy vat, su viéc, mot hanh dong khéng c6 that & qua khir.)

= Dio ngir: Had + S+ (not) + V3/ed...., S+ would / could / might + have_+ V3/ed

= Chuay: Unless=if.... Not

Unless we study hard, we won’t pass the final exam.
= If we don’t study hard, we won’t pass the final exam.

Vi du:

If you hadn’t gone by taxi, you wouldn’t have arrived on time.
If you had left early, you wouldn’t have been late.

What would you have done if you’d felt ill this morning?

I would have offered her a lift if | had seen her yesterday.
