II/ Passive infinitive and passive gerund:
1) Passive infinitive:     
(Các động từ được theo sau là “ to- infinitive” như : agree , hope, threaten , ask, tell, expect, decide, want, would  like, promise , refuse , used to, going to, have to,...)    
· Form:   ... be/ to be  +  past participle
· Ex: I don’t want anyone to disturb me.  = I don’t want to be disturbed.
2) Passive gerund:
( Các động từ được theo sau là gerund ( V-ing) như : enjoy, avoid, mind, delay= postpone = put off, deny, admit, dislike, can’t help( không nhịn được), can’t stand( không chụi được), spend, waste, give up dislike, practise, miss, finish, suggest...  hoặc sau giới từ như: of, from, with, for...)
· Form:     ...being   +  past  participle
· Ex:  He doesn’t mind people cristicizeE him. = He doesn’t mind  being cristicized.
III/ Passive with reporting verbs: (Khi ta muốn diễn tả điều không tự khẳng định, mà chỉ nghe qua người khác nói) ( xem lại unit 4)
     ( Một số reporting verbs : say – said, think, believe, report, know, allege ( cho rằng), understand...)
-Form:  It is/was+ said that + sụbject2 +V2 ...= Subject2  + is/ are said +( not)  to – infinitive (cùng thì)

· Ex: a) People say ( that)   her children play chess very well.    
= It is said that her children play chess very well.
= Her children are said to play chess very well ( dùng “ to play”  vì “ say” / “ is said” & “play “cùng thì)
      b)  They believe ( that) many people  were working at that time.
 = It is believe that many people were working at that time.
= Many people are believed to have been working at that time.(  dùng “ to have been vì “ believe”/ “is believed” & were working “ khác thì)
