THE OXFORD ENGLISH DICTIONARY
In 1857, The Philological Society of London decided that a new dictionary needed to be compiled because they felt that existing English language dictionaries were incomplete and deficient. It took until 1879 for the project to get underway. When an agreement was signed with Oxford University Press, James Murray was appointed as an editor. The dictionary, to be called New English Dictionary, was planned as a four-volume set that would include vocabulary from the early Middle English period (1150 A.D) onwards. The aim was to complete the dictionary in 10 years. 

However, Murray and his team only managed to produce the first part, or fascicle, by 1884 because they had to include new words and new meanings of words at the same time as they were searching seven centuries of language usage and development. Finally, in 1928, the last volume was published. Instead of four volumes as originally proposed, the dictionary presented over 400,000 words and phrases in 10 volumes, an exhilarating aspect of a living language. As it continually changes, no dictionary is ever really finished. When the 10 volumes of the New English Dictionary were ready, work began on a supplement, which was finished in 1933. 

A second supplement, containing many new technical and scientific words, was completed by 1986. Throughout these years, the English language was monitored through a “reading programme” originally established by Murray. In this programme, volunteers and paid readers provided the dictionary editors with quotations and word usage throughout the English-speaking world. In 1989, 20 volumes of the Oxford English Dictionary (second edition) were published. Together, they contain more than 60 million words. The Oxford English Dictionary is a living document that has continuously evolved over the last 140 years. By documenting the meanings and usage of English words, it shows the development of language and changes in society in general. 

In 1992, the first CD-ROM edition of the work was published, which put the Oxford English Dictionary in a different league from others. Suddenly a massive, twenty-volume work that takes up four feet of shelf space and weighs 150 pounds is reduced to a slim, shiny disc that takes up virtually no space and weighs just a few ounces. The Oxford English Dictionary on CD-ROM has been a great success. The electronic format has revolutionizes the way people use the Dictionary to search and retrieve information. Complex investigations into word origins or quotations that would have been impossible to conduct using the print edition now take only a few seconds. Because the electronic format makes the Oxford English Dictionary so easy to use, its audience now embraces all kinds of interested readers beyond the confines of the scholarly community.
